• It is not sufficient only to be made aware of the 
expectations of our heavenly Father, but to acquire
practical instructions for implementing those 
commandments which He has given to His people.  

• A Primary purpose for these classes is to provide 
recommendations on how to live our covenant 
relationship with our brothers and sisters in Chris t
in such a way that we bear fruit as God’s stewards.

• As we abide in Christ, the power of the Holy Ghost 
will transform us to think less of what we can do to 
make stewardship work and more about what God 
must do in our lives to produce the fruit sufficient to 
establish and abide within the conditions of Zion.

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“Gather My Saints together in Me”
• “Those that have made a covenant with me by 

sacrifice ” � Psalms 50:5
• “And ye shall offer for a sacrifice unto Me a broken 

heart and a contrite spirit.”
• Christ has given us principles which direct active 

participation by the body of Christ � not just 
consideration.  Agency always in place!

• The working of the Spirit in the body of Christ wil l be 
manifest by the producing of even greater participation 
in the work of establishing the cause of Zion.

• Stewardship is one such principle !



• The end result of surrender is the accumulation 
of godly fruit which remains in the life of the 
disciple.

• Many different kinds of fruit are associated with 
the change that comes in the born-again 
Christian, but one fruit in particular that should 
be self-evident is that of being a faithful steward  
of God.



Sacrifice requires Surrender

• Satan would seek to 
convince us that 
Jesus ( the “vine” ) will 
strangle us rather 
than abide with us in 
the process of 
surrender.

• Satan fears surrender 
because it loosens 
his grip on all those 
that he seeks to 
deceive.

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• While studying the parable of Zion and while attemp ting to see its 
connection with stewardship, a pattern began to dev elop in 
Genesis 5:6Genesis 5:6 --8 I.V.8 I.V.

• Cain's stewardship was skewed because "he loved sat an more 
than God," { Did not surrender } and because of this God had no 
respect for Cain's offering. The lack of Christ’s (T he vine) 
influence in Cain's life caused him to be an unfait hful and 
unprofitable servant, while Abel, who yielded his h eart 
{surrendered } and offered a more excellent sacrifice than Cain,  by 
which he obtained witness that he was righteous [Hebrew 11:4]. 

• The parable of vine provides not only principles bu t provides the 
branches with power to live the fullness of the gos pel law despite 
the feeble realities of the present. The natural man , however, will 
resist these views as unjustifiably extreme, and ch oose to pit their 
own will against God's.

• Cain clearly demonstrates the principle that man ca nnot serve two 
masters. You will either hate the one or love the ot her. Cain's 
example also demonstrates as does [Luke 16], how an  unfaithful 
steward will be called into accountability for wasting his master's 
goods. 

• “As I live, saith the Lord, in the manner you execu te this matter
(temporal stewardship), so shall ye be judged in th e day of 
judgment.” [DC 114:2]

• We are called then to be participants , not just 
observers in establishing the cause of Zion.

• In harmony and saintly accord be about the task 
of freeing Zion from her bondage — D&C 137:6b

• Zion remains in bondage as long as her potential 
inhabitants remain in Babylon � D&C 108:4b

• One of the greatest single barriers that prevents 
our exodus from Babylon is we have lost our 
passion or desire to be the true disciples and 
stewards of Jesus Christ because of the darkened 
vision of our natural man tendencies.
